Note: CP Medical to be arranged within 24 hours for Acute Physical Abuse (siblings to be seen within 5 working days if appropriate) and within 7 working days for Emotional Abuse/Neglect.

Practice Guidelines for Child Protection Examinations –

for Social Workers

· Please complete the Referral Form and send to Child Protection Medical Administrator oxl-tr.bexleysafeguarding@nhs.net  – subject title in email to read “CP Medical Request”.

· Social Worker to then contact the CP Co-ordinator on 07788 724908 to advise the email has been sent.  If no phone call is received, the referral will not be progressed – this is the responsibility of the Social Worker.

· We have a ‘Consultant of the Week’ who is responsible for supervision of medicals for that week. Social Worker will share information about the referral with the Consultant of the Week (on-call) who can then decide what degree of medical supervision is necessary. The junior doctor covering that day can discuss the case as necessary.

· The Social Worker accompanying the child will be expected to provide a full history of the child(ren)/family and detailed information about the case.

· Social Workers should ensure that the child is accompanied by someone who has parental responsibility; so that they can give written consent after the Doctor has explained the process of the medical.

· Could you please ensure that you advise the person bringing the child/children, that the medical can take up to two hours or more (especially if there is more than one child being examined).

· Children will need to be supervised at ALL TIMES.  If there is more than one child the social worker has the responsibility to make arrangements that will ensure that the child or children are appropriately supervised throughout the time they are attending for the medical.  



· Please advise the person accompanying the child/children to bring drinks, snacks, a favourite toy .

· Social Workers should ensure that the parents make arrangements for any other children to be collected from school/nursery.

· Social workers and families will need to arrive promptly.  Doctors are usually running to very tight schedules and therefore any delays, can have implications elsewhere and may mean that clinics will have to be cancelled.

· Children less than 2 years of age should be seen at Queen Elizabeth Hospital.  Social Worker to contact the Acute Paediatric Consultant on Call.

Who will be there?



Your child will be seen by the Paediatrician and sometimes other doctors will be present too.  Usually a Social Worker will be there and occasionally the Police.  Children can choose who they would like to have with them in the room.  They can be seen alone, but are more often seen together with parents or carers.

 

What will happen at the Medical appointment?



The Doctor will explain why you are there and will ask you for your signed consent for the assessment.  The Doctor will ask about your child’s health, development, school, home and family. There will also be an opportunity for you and your child to speak to the doctor separately without the social worker or the police present. The doctor will then examine your child. This will be a thorough physical examination of the child’s whole body, including chest, abdomen, mouth, ears, throat and external genitalia.  Scars or injuries will be measured and documented. This will require the removal of some items of clothing to complete the examination.



What happens next?



At the end of the appointment, the doctor will discuss the assessment with you and the Social Worker. You will have the opportunity to ask any further questions. If a further appointment for your child is needed with the paediatrician this will be arranged.  The doctor will write a report which will be shared with relevant professionals. Your Social Worker will then talk to you about the next steps.



Please bring the child’s red Personal Child Health Record book for the appointment.  You may like to bring the child’s favourite toy or book and a snack or drink.



INTRODUCTION



We understand that parents and children sometimes feel anxious or worried about having a Medical Assessment. Knowing what might happen at the appointment and talking to your child beforehand can help.



This leaflet is to help parents and carers understand the process of attending for a child protection medical.



Why does a child protection investigation take place?



When information is received by Social Care that a child has been harmed or is at risk of being harmed, the law states Police/Social Care have a duty to investigate and cannot ignore the information they have received.  Social Care, the Police and the Medical Team are committed to working together with parents and carers to ensure the best outcome for the child.



What is a Child Protection Medical Assessment?



It is a Medical Assessment of a child by a Paediatrician (children’s doctor), as a result of concerns raised that your child may have been harmed intentionally. It is to make sure that your child is healthy and safe and to look at any injuries they may have.  It is also an opportunity for you and your child to discuss any concerns you have and to obtain advice from a Paediatrician.  The medical assessment is part of the investigation usually lasts between 1 and 1 ½ hours.



Where do you see the Paediatrician?



The assessment will usually take place in a clinic room, within our family friendly Acorns Child Development Centre at Queen Mary’s Hospital, Sidcup.
