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SDQ Process for Children and Young People Looked After for Twelve MonthsTraciy Fogarty reviews children’s records for child with scored over 17.  A case note is entered on the file, Recommendations are made for children not accessing services who may require a service.  Social workers are then requested to consider a TAP referral and these children are shared with TAP chair
IRO’s include SDQ score in the checklist and ensure appropriate signposting or intervention has been accessed.
SDQ considered within the review health assessment. LAC Nurses (or Community Paediatricians where appropriate) complete review health assessment. Original report entered into child’s file by LAC Nurses Admin. High scores and borderline (over 17)  sent to Social worker and to Traciy Fogarty, TAP
SDQ forms returned to LAC Nurse Admin for scoring and inclusion within review health assessment
When the referral is received the LAC Nurse admin arranges the health assessment and sends SDQ forms to carers, or allocated worker for LAC living in independence, school and children 11-17 years of age 
Social Worker submits an application for review health assessment to LAC Nurses
