When is an updated Child & Family Assessment Required for a Child Looked After?

The Social Work Report will routinely update the assessment of the child’s needs and circumstances prior to every CLA Review however, when there is a significant change in the child/family circumstances it will be necessary to update the Child & Family Assessment fully.

These circumstances may vary but will include at least the following:

· Plan to move to supervised/unsupervised Contact
· A family member requests Contact when there has previously been no Contact
· A proposed move from Residential Care to Foster Care
· Major family changes, including new relationships
· Significant changes in the birth family circumstances
· Significant/serious health changes that might impact upon the needs of the child
· Significant changes in behaviour that may result in how the child needs should be met
· Move to an unregulated placement
· Discharge from care
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
