All of those party to this agreement must be given a signed copy of the completed agreement before the placement starts. This form conforms with the requirements for written agreements in Regulation 7 of the Placement of Children with Parents etc. Regulations 1991and the Care Planning, Placement and Case Review Regulations 2010. This agreement should only be completed when the Placement with Parents Report has been authorised.

	1 Circumstances
Brief history – why is / was the child subject to care proceedings?
Why is a Placement With Parents being considered now?
Please be clear and concise.

	D/N – be succinct

X was made subject to care proceedings because we were concerned that he was being neglected at home – he was not going to school or eating regularly (he was malnourished) , was in poor health and was often left at home on his own. X has been staying with his aunt and uncle whilst his mother has been receiving support.

X’s mother has benefitted from the support that she has received, and we think that she should have an opportunity to demonstrate that she is able to get X to school, organise regular meals and ensure that his health condition is regularly attended to.

The purpose of this agreement is to test whether X’s mother is able to provide consistent day to day care for X and to continue to receive the support that she needs with a view to X remaining in her care permanently:

· X to attend school every day and on time
· X’s mother to ensure that he eats regularly

· X’s mother to ensure that X attends all medical appointments

· X’s mother should not leave X alone at home

· X’s mother to attend her appointments with XXX

X’s consultant will be contacted to ensure that X is attending appointments and that he is receiving medication on a regular basis



	5 Parental Responsibility

Parental Responsibility is shared between the local authority and the parents by virtue of the (interim) care order. This covers agreement to medical treatment, travel and overnight stays.

	D/N – what will the parents do? When should they consult?
X’s mother is responsible for his day to day care. She should not consent to any significant medical treatment (i.e. involving an anaesthetic) without consulting with the SW but may arrange routine appointments with the GP, dentist etc and administer medication arising out of those consultations. 

X’s mother will not agree to him staying anywhere else without the agreement of the SW or allow him to be taken out of the country. 

	6 Contact Arrangements

What are the arrangements for contact with parents, guardians, relatives and friends who will not be living with the child - who will see whom, when and where and include other forms of contact too. Note here any Orders about contact.


	D/N – it may be necessary to write separately to those having contact with the child to clarify

X will see his father every Saturday – X’s father will collect him from home at 10am and return him by 6pm. X’s father may take him to see his paternal grandparents during the course of the day.

X’s mother will make arrangements for X to visit his maternal grandparents on Sundays

X will visit his aunt and uncle after school on Wednesdays – they will collect him from school and return him home by 8pm.

	7 Financial Arrangements

What financial arrangements have been made for the plan to work?


	D/N – be specific
X’s mother has applied for her child benefit and universal credit to be re-instated but has not received payment as yet.
SW will arrange for a weekly payment of £YY to be made until the benefits are paid
Whilst X was in with his aunt and uncle, new clothes were brought for him and new furniture purchased for his bedroom at home.


	8 Keeping in Touch

What are the arrangements for visits? The Social Worker must visit within 1 week of the placement and then at least every 6 weeks thereafter. 
	D/N – be specific
SW will visit X and his mother at their home on the 10th March; subsequent visits will take place on (give dates for the next two visits). If necessary, specify that you will want to see X alone and to loo around the home


	9 Reviewing Progress
When and how will progress towards the objective(s) be reviewed?

SW will discuss progress with X’s mother during the course of every visit.

There will be a formal review of arrangements on (date and time) at (venue). This will also be the next statutory review. The date and time of the subsequent review will be agreed at that meeting.

	10 Changes In Circumstances
If there are any changes in circumstances, such as who is living in the household, changes of address or serious events happening to child then the social worker must be informed immediately.

X’s parents will inform SW if there is any planned change to who is living in the household, proposed change of address or contact arrangements.

If X becomes unwell or there is any other serious incident, then the social worker should be informed immediately.

Outside of office hours, the emergency duty social worker should be informed



	11 What Happens Next

If, after a period of 6 months, all of the objectives of this plan have been met, then the Local Authority will recommend to the court that the care order be discharged. Further support would be provided to X and his mother following the discharge of the care order
If the objectives of this plan are not met, then consideration will be given to extending the plan for a further period of time or X returning to the care of his aunt and uncle.

Changes to the plan will only be made after discussion with the participants to the plan.



	12 Dissatisfaction
