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 Children with Disabilities Service
The Children with Disabilities Service sits within Derbyshire’s Early Help and Safeguarding services. The service covers the whole County and is made up of six small social care teams. The service can offer support to children, young people and families with the most complex needs. Across Derbyshire many disabled children, young people and their families are living ‘typical lives’ without requiring support from specialist social care services. However, all families are and have different needs and circumstances that may require a range of interventions from differing agencies. Disabled children and their families are entitled to ask for an assessment of need which will also incorporate the parents / carers needs. The assessment may be an early help assessment which could be completed by a professional from another agency.  Where a statutory social care assessment is required this will be undertaken by a social worker in either the locality or Children with Disabilities Service.
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
