One Minute Guide - Children's in Children's Homes
For any child placed in a residential placement (whether this a children's home, a placement supporting additional needs or any other identified by the placement team as 'residential') we will be implementing the use of the attached 'Quality and Safety Reviews'. This should be applied - in this context - to any child not in a foster home. 
These reviews have been developed from the learning from the 'Child Safeguarding Practice Review Panel: review into safeguarding children with disabilities and complex health needs in residential settings' - the second report identified that the same measures to ensure we are confident in the care being provided for all our children in residential placements - not only those who have additional or complex needs. 
Safeguarding children with disabilities and complex health needs in residential settings: government response
Therefore, for any child who is placed in a residential setting, the following practice will be followed
· The Home Finding Team will start the review form, filling out the elements relating to the commissioning, and checks that have taken place as part of this
· The form will be sent to the Social Worker, to complete the rest of the form
· The IRO will then review this form as part of the Looked After Review, and any elements that are not known or complete will be included in the actions from the review. 
· The Social Worker will save the completed form onto the child's Mosaic record
We know that the children placed in residential homes can be some of our most vulnerable children, and we need to ensure that we have additional assurance that we know the providers are meeting the needs of our children, and we are confident that the children are being cared for.
This form has been developed to support practitioners to have clarity relating to the day to day needs of our children, and how these needs will be met, and how the Children's Social Care will be assured that our children are being cared for and supported to flourish. 
The questions that sit underneath this form are
· What is the important information we need to ensure the people caring for our child are aware of?
· How will we know that our child is happy and feels safe in their home?
