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Children with Disability Network Meeting- Terms of Reference
1. Purpose
The Children with Disability Network Meeting aims to:
- Promote collaboration among stakeholders supporting children with disabilities.
- Share information, resources, and best practices.
- Identify and address gaps in services and support.
- Advocate for inclusive policies and practices.
2. Objectives
- Facilitate regular communication between key stakeholders
- Coordinate efforts to improve outcomes for children with disabilities.
- Monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of services and interventions.
- Provide a platform for training and professional development.
3. Membership
Membership is open to:
- Children Social Care and Early Help professionals
- Educational representatives from SEN and schools.
- Disability support organisations (including third sector)
- Health professionals
- Any other relevant stakeholders
4. Roles and Responsibilities
- Chair: Facilitate meetings, set agendas, and ensure follow-up on action items.
- Members: Actively participate, share updates, and contribute to discussions and initiatives.
- Business Support: Record minutes, distribute documents, and manage communication.
5. Meeting Frequency
- Meetings will be held bi-monthly.
- Additional meetings may be convened as needed.
6. Decision-Making
- Decisions will be made by consensus where possible.
- Where consensus cannot be reached, a majority vote will be used.
7. Confidentiality
- All members must respect the confidentiality of shared information, especially personal or sensitive data.
8. Review
- These Terms of Reference will be reviewed annually to ensure relevance and effectiveness.
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
