Considerations for Dropped Kerb/Hard standing


Dropped Kerb and Hard Standing

Considerations

Description

A dropped kerb is a length of sloping kerb (pavement) the same width as the driveway giving level or ramped access from the road.

A hard standing is a level firm base for a vehicle within boundaries of the property with vehicular access to the road.

Considerations

Safety 

· This must be assessed and approved by the highways department.

Functional ability

· The hard standing should be of sufficient size to accommodate transfers in/out of the vehicle in consideration to special wheelchair or other mobility equipment.

Technical Guidance

· Planning permission is required for dropped kerbs on classified roads.

Protocol Guidance

· Dropped kerb estimates need to be obtained from the Borough Council Highways Department.
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
