
INDEPENDENT VISITOR’S VOLUNTARY AGREEMENT
If you as an Independent Visitor agree to these items, please sign both copies of this page where indicated and return one copy to the Independent Visitor Coordinator.  Retain the other copy for your information.
Independent visitor will:- 

1. Visit the child or young person on a fortnightly and no less then monthly for at least two hours. If unable to do so the IV will contact IV Coordinator and the carers for the child/young person.
2. The IV will make a commitment of no less than two years.  
3. The first few visits will take place, unless otherwise agreed, in the child or young person’s home.  Then visits will begin to include outings to places of interest.
4. An IV will send in visit returns, at a minimum of once a month, in order to give information regarding their visits, how things are going.

5. The IV will attend and take part in at least 3 out of 4 formal group supervision sessions per year and will make contact with the IV Coordinator in between these supervisions. 

6. The IV will engage in the review process for the match.  

7. On an annual basis the IV will provide up to date copies of driving licence, insurance (with business use) and an MOT.  If the IV is no longer able to drive they should contact the IV Coordinator.  

8. IV will not contact or ‘befriend’ the child/young person through any social media site and will only share photographs of the child/young person with the carers/social workers and child/young person with their consent.  

9. The IV will not be purposely introduce the child/young to partners, family or friends or take them to their own house or the home of any other friends/family. 
10. IV’s will not give medication to children/young people.  
11. The IV will report any disclosures of abuse by the child’s carers to the Out of Hours team. If the disclosure is not about the carer or the carers family members the IV should share this with the foster carer/residential home who will have procedures to follow in these circumstances.  The IV Coordinator should be made aware at the earliest opportunity.  
12. The IV will report to the carer/residential home and then the IV Coordinator any significant incidents that happen during the visit. 
13. IV’s will not breach the confidentiality of children and young people unless there is a safeguarding issue, as stated above.  
14. IV’s should inform the IV Coordinator if there are any changes in their circumstances that would impact on their suitability for the role.  

Independent Visitor Coordinator will:- 

15. Provide the IV with advice and support.

16. Provide 12 weekly formal group supervision. 

17. Provide the IV with expenses to cover mileage and a small amount of remuneration for expenses occurring during visits. 

18. Provide the IV with a funding to buy a pay as you go mobile phone. 

19. The IV Coordinator reserves the right to formally end the match at any time where it is felt that this is not in the child/young persons best interests.
