· A free twelve week course for women only that takes place every week (term time only). Groups vary in size, but there are normally four to ten women in a group. 
What happens at the Freedom Programme?

· Every week we discuss how the abusive man treats us, how we feel about this, what he thinks and then we finish with something positive. You can talk about your experiences if you want to or you can just sit back and listen.
