WRITTEN AGREEMENT 
1.
This agreement is between ****** and North Somerset Children’s Services (Social Care). It applies during the current Care Proceedings and while ***** is subject to an Interim Care Order, after which time a new agreement may be considered.
2.
This agreement is about ***** ***** D.O.B ******.
3.
This is not a legally binding document, but ***** ***** is advised to seek legal advice before signing it. ***** understands that it will be shown to the Court in the current Care Proceedings. 
4.
This agreement is being made because:
(a) ***** ***** is *****’s mother and has been assessed within the proceedings as being able to care for ***** and meet his needs. 

(b) ***** is being placed with ***** ***** under The Care Planning, Placement and Case Review (England) Regulations 2010.
(c) The Local Authority have an Interim Care Order in Respect of ***** and have a duty to care for him and protect and safeguard his welfare.
5.
The aim of the agreement is:

To place ***** with his mother and to monitor and support the placement within the Care Proceedings to inform the future care plan for *****. It is hoped that ***** can be safely in his mother’s care for the remainder of his childhood.
6.
The positives of the current situation are:

(a)
***** has a loving and close bond with his mother.
 (b)    ***** has cared well for ***** within the mother and baby foster placement, has separated from *****’s father, has abstained from excessive alcohol use and attended and participated in her counselling. 
 (c)
***** took part in the assessment with the psychologist within the proceedings and the report was positive about *****’s progress.  
7.
IT IS AGREED THAT For the duration of the Interim Care Order:



(a)
***** must not be cared for without *****’s presence or baby-sat by any other person unless Social Care has approved that person. Social Care approves the foster carers, any child care facilities provided *****’s counselling services along with any approved child care agency/ minder arranged by *****. 
(b) 
No other person can move into the household or stay over in the household unless approved by Social Care. Social Care does approve *****’s sister for overnight stays.
(c)
***** must not be exposed to any domestic violence/ or domestic disputes or any drug use or any alcohol misuse.
(d) 
***** must take ***** to all medical or other appointments and take him to the doctor if necessary.  She must also make ***** available for all Health Visitor Appointments /visits. ***** must inform Social Care of any injuries or serious illnesses in relation to *****.


(e)
***** will not allow ***** to have any contact with his father or paternal family except as agreed and arranged through Social Care. 

(f)
***** will not have any contact with ***** *****, except for at Court related hearings where unavoidable.

(g)
***** must inform Social Care and obtain approval in advance if they are staying away from home along with the address where they will be staying (except for stays with the foster carer).

(h)
***** must also inform Social Care if she plans to change *****’s address  and obtain approval in advance including informing of all new contact and address details.
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Social Care
(a)
Social Care will continue to support ***** and assist her with parenting advice through Social work visits as long as it is felt to be useful and necessary. 
 (b)
***** may inform the Social worker of any difficulties she may have and supports can be discussed. ***** can also refer any difficulties to her support worker from the Resource Service of North Somerset Council.
(c)
Social Care will visit ***** at least once in the first 7 days and then once per week for the first 4 weeks, then at least each 6 weeks, as well as that Social Care may do unannounced and announced visits to ***** in his placement. ***** must allow Social Care to visit and see ***** alone.
(d)
Child Looked After Reviews will continue to be held for ***** for the duration of the Interim Care Order.
9. If the agreement is breached or does not work or is not successful in keeping ***** safe from harm, then North Somerset Council will give serious consideration to removing ***** from *****’s care and will notify her of that decision.
10. If ***** is exposed to ***** or any adult  being under the influence of drugs or alcohol or to violence or aggression, or exposed to his father, then North Somerset Council will immediately remove ***** in order to safeguard him.

11.
If either the North Somerset Council Children and Young People’s Services or ***** ***** are dissatisfied with the plan or wish to change the agreement they must discuss the matter with ***** *****, Social Worker.  If ***** ***** is still dissatisfied she should address the matter in writing to ***** *****, Team Leader.
