What needs to happen before the SG order is granted and who will take responsibility for this?
What support is in place at present?
Post Order SG Support Needs:

(By the Special Guardian)
If a special guardianship order is granted to the Special Guardian applicants, they will need to ensure they continue to follow the advice and guidance they have received from professionals to promote (child’s name) development. Special Guardian applicants will need to continue monitoring and observing the child’s progress and ensure they continue to share this information with professionals working with them and (child’s name). 
Special Guardian applicants will need to register (child’s name) with a GP and take them to routine appointments, including the dentist and optician and ensure their immunisations and any other health needs are monitored and are kept up to date. 
Once a Special Guardianship Order is granted, the Special Guardians can access advice and guidance from the Special Guardianship Team in Enfield for the first three years after the SG order is granted and thereafter, if they reside in Enfield this would continue, otherwise they can request SG support from their local Special Guardianship Team in the borough they live in. It is important the Special Guardian is aware Children’s Services will no longer have a role once the Special Guardianship Order is granted and if they require future support, they will need to take responsibility to contact the Special Guardianship Team in the first instance. 
The Special Guardianship team can offer advice and guidance in relation to therapeutic support services available for special guardians and children in special guardianship placements. A supporting statement can also be provided towards a referral to the Child and Adolescence Mental Health Services (CAMHS) should there be a need for this at any time in the future.
In addition to this, there will be workshops available yearly on topics such as Therapeutic Parenting and access to counselling via PAC UK for specialist counselling for special guardians. However, information about these services and workshops can only be provided if the Special Guardian contacts Enfield’s Special Guardianship Team requesting that their details are added to the database, so they can be emailed accordingly about future courses. 
It is important the Special Guardians are aware that the courts will send the Special Guardianship Order directly to them if they are granted the Special Guardianship Order. It will be their responsibility to keep the Special Guardianship Order safe as it is an important document that could be required for medical intervention for the child and may be needed to confirm they have parental responsibility to consent for medical intervention or treatment.

Post Order SG Support Needs:

(By the Special Guardian)
If Special Guardian applicants are granted the special guardianship order the local authority will no longer have parental responsibility for (add child’s name) . Special Guardian applicants will be responsible for her and in ensuring all their care needs are met. This includes taking her to, school, and other activities that he/she attends at present and offering stimulating activities to promote their development.

Special Guardian applicants may need support and access to therapeutic parenting workshops as well as to have opportunities to meet with other special guardians and have this network of support as and when they may need it in the future. (Special Guardian applicants can contact Enfield’s Special Guardianship Support Service for advice and guidance or signposting to other support services where they can access workshops and support groups. 

When a Special Guardianship Order is granted a Welcome pack will be sent to Special Guardian applicants by the Special Guardianship team and a welcome phone call will be made to them to ensure they have received this and they know how to contact the service in they need this in the future. 
In the SG Welcome Pack, they will have information about two services they have access to. Kinship (Independent Service for special guardians) can also provide SG carers with access to support groups and workshops as well as practical support from this independent service that Enfield’s SG team fund.

They will also have access to specialised counselling for Special Guardians that is funded by Enfield’s SG team and they can have up to six sessions focusing on therapeutic parenting, contact, understanding trauma and attachment.

Special Guardian applicants will need to ensure they complete the consent form they receive in their SG Welcome Pack, to ensure they are added to Enfield’s Special Guardian carers mailing list to receive information on workshops, events and general information about support services. This will then enable them to receive information about parenting workshops they can have access to including therapeutic parenting, great behaviour breakdown workshops that are all based on understanding trauma and providing sensitive, nurture based and attachment focused parenting. 




	EDUCATION, STIMULATION AND LEARNING NEEDS

SG Support needs of Child and Special Guardian?
This is for Child’s SW to complete:
Present learning and education-how is the child, are they settled in nursery or school?
Do they take part in any extracurricular activities?

Post Order SG Support Needs:

If the courts approve Special Guardian applicants, the special guardianship order will be sent directly to them by the courts, they should therefore also let the school know, so the school can update their records. They will need to provide the school with a copy of the Special Guardianship Order to enable the school to apply for Pupil Premium Funding that can then be used towards supporting (add child’s name) in school with their learning, social and emotional development to enable them to meet their full potential. 
Special Guardian applicants can access advice and guidance in relation to education from the Special Guardianship team and their local borough virtual head team, whom the school will have access to. This would be Enfield’s virtual head team.

Due to (add child’s name) early childhood experiences, they may likely require extra support with learning in the future. If Special Guardian applicants have concerns, they can request a meeting with the school to consider the support that can be put in place. The virtual head team can offer advice and guidance. They can also contact Enfield’s Special Guardianship team in the first three years of the SG order being granted to them and thereafter if they continue to live in Enfield for advice, guidance or for a meeting to be arrange with the school where a social worker from the SG team can attend to support and advocate on their behalf.


	EMOTIONAL, SOCIAL AND BEHAVIOURAL DEVELOPMENT 

SG Support needs of Child and Special Guardian?
This is for Child’s SW to complete:
What are child’s experiences? Has he/she suffered abuse, trauma, attachment issues? How does this impact on them or could impact on them in the future?
What is their behaviour like? If there are no behaviour concerns what could be a trigger in the future?

What therapeutic support does he/she receive at present? may he/she need any therapeutic in the future and what could this be?
What is their personality like and what would be helpful for the SG applicant to know?

What support may they need when they begin the transition to the sg applicants, will there be a transition plan?

What is the sg applicants understanding of previously looked after children, this child’s experiences? And parenting a child who may have suffered trauma or be emotionally younger in their development then their chronological age due to their experiences?

The Child’s social worker will complete a Late Life Letter that will give clear explanations about why (add child’s name) could not remain in their birth parents care. A copy of this letter will be provided to Special Guardian applicants if they are granted the special guardianship order. This Later Life Letter should also be placed on (add child’s name) social care records and can be helpful should she have therapy in the future or therapeutic life story work.

If Special Guardian applicants have any questions about (add child’s name), they can contact the Child’s social worker and Assessing social worker until their role ends, which is likely to be if and when  Special Guardian applicants are granted the special guardianship order.  
Post Order SG Support Needs:

(By the Special Guardian)
If a Special guardianship order is granted to Special Guardian applicants, they will have full parental responsibility for (add child’s name) and this will mean the LAC Social work involvement will end. They can access advice, information and guidance from the Enfield’s Special Guardianship Team as and when needed.
Special Guardian applicants will need to be mindful of (add child’s name) early life experiences and ensure they are observing her development and are willing to seek advice and guidance as and when needed. They may need support to recognise (add child’s name) experiences and the trauma s/he has suffered. This includes being removed from their birth parents from a very young age and the loss and rejection s/he has suffered. Special Guardian applicants may need support with parenting and to enhance and develop positive parenting techniques built on attachment and reparenting a young person who has suffered trauma.

The Special Guardianship team will be able to offer support with;

· Advice and guidance in relation to therapeutic support services available

· Making an application to the Adoption/Special Guardianship Support Fund for therapy via an independent therapist. 
· A supporting letter for a CAMHS referral can be provided.

· Provide information about workshops they can access, i.e. therapeutic parenting.
· Providing opportunities for special guardians to access workshops on therapeutic parenting

Special Guardian applicants can self-refer for the PAC-UK Counselling service (specialist counselling for Special Guardians) and this could be in relation to parenting, understanding trauma and how it impacts on behaviour and managing parenting as a Special Guardian.

They would need to make contact with the special guardianship team to request a review of the contact plan. This could be when (add child’s name) is older for example of school age/ or when they are a teenager and their needs have changed and therefore contact may need to change to ensure it is meaningful and in their best interest.

Once a Special Guardianship order is granted, it will be Special Guardian applicants  responsibility to promote (add child’s name) identity and understanding of their background, their life story and any questions that he/she may have as he/she groups up. They can access support with this by asking for guidance from the Special Guardianship team, attending groups with an independent agency Kinship that is funded by Enfield’s SG team and attend workshops on talking to your children about their life story.

	PRACTICAL SUPPORT
SG Support needs of Child and Special Guardian?
This is for Child’s SW to complete:
Practical support needs:

Special Guardianship Order: 

If the courts grant the Special Guardianship Order to Special Guardian applicants, they will receive the Special Guardianship Order directly from the courts. Once they receive the Order, it will be the special guardian’s responsibility to keep it safe as they will require it should (add child’s name) need urgent medical care, general medical treatment, or when they go abroad to confirm they have parental responsibility. The SG Order will also be needed to renew a passport application or as evidence in school to clarify they have parental responsibility. We encourage Special Guardians to keep the SG Order somewhere safe. 
Housing:

This is for the SG Assessor to complete:

What are the living arrangements? Do they live in their own property, social housing, housing association or renting?

How many bedrooms?

Will the child have their own bedroom?

Are their housing issues, what is their plan to improve their housing needs?
Are they aware Children’s Services have no influence over housing, the child’s social worker can provide a supporting letter but it would be the sg applicants responsibility to advocate for themselves regarding their housing needs.

What needs to happen and timescales?

(By the Child’s social worker and the SG applicants Assessing Social Worker)
What needs to happen before the SG order is granted and who will take responsibility for this?
///(child) would be out of the care system once the court process ends and would no longer receive ongoing social work visits. A transition period would be in place until the Special Guardianship Order is granted, during this time social work support would remain in place and until all LAC or CIN social worker’s tasks are completed. A final goodbye visit would take place.

Special Guardian applicants would receive information in a SG welcome pack from Enfield special guardianship team to ensure they have contact details for SG duty and other support available to them should they need this in the future. However, the case would be closed to Children’s Services and it would then be their responsibility to seek advice and guidance as and when needed
Special Guardianship Preparation Workshop:

	FINANCIAL 
Note:  If foster carers are applying for a special guardianship order for the child or children placed with them, they will be entitled to receive an allowance equivalent to the London Borough of Enfield fostering rate minus child benefit. 

The allowance paid to all Special Guardians is subject to a means testing process and will be reviewed annually. Special Guardians will be expected to inform the local authority immediately if their financial circumstances change.
The special guardianship allowance is paid monthly to special guardians and an annual assessment is carried out yearly. It is important the special guardian responds to the annual email they will receive from Enfield’s finance team and complete the sg financial assessment forms and provide the documents requested otherwise they will risk their sg allowance being ceased. 

Has a financial assessment been completed? If not, when will this be completed?
This is for the SG Assessor to complete:

Special Guardian applicants will be subject to a means test process in the event of them being awarded an SGO by the court. The Local Authority will provide a Special Guardianship allowance, which consists of up to £163 per week minus child benefit until (add child’s name) reaches the age of 11 and then up to £216 per week minus child benefit whilst he/she is ages 11-17. The Sg allowance will cease upon the child’s 18th birthday, but can be extended if the child is in full time education, to enable the child to complete the course(s) started PRIOR to the child’s 18th birthday. The Special guardian will be required to provide evidence from the school/college the young person is attending to enable the allowance to continue. The financial assessment will determine the amount of SGO payment that Special Guardian applicants will receive as it will be means tests and child benefit deducted. 
What is the assessed allowance, if known?

A means test has been carried out and the SG allowance Special Guardian applicants will be receiving has been worked out as £////
Will the Special Guardians receive any additional financial contribution for caring for the child / children?

Settling in allowance:
This is for Child’s SW to complete:
A settling in allowance is not an automatic entitlement; a discussion will need to take place with the SG applicant to clarify what they require to enable them to care for the child in their care. For example, a settling in allowance can be furniture for the child (such as a bed or wardrobe) or clothing.  

Once this discussion has taken place between the child’s sw and/or the special guardianship sw and the SG applicant has confirmed what they will need and the cost, the Child’s social worker will need to discuss this with the SG team manager to seek authorisation. If this is authorised, the Child’s social worker will need to advise the SG applicant that once they have purchased the items required, they must keep the receipt(s) and share them with the social worker so they can be reimbursed. It is important to note that without a receipt’s evidencing payment, the SG applicant will not be reimbursed.
If a special guardianship order is granted to Special Guardian applicants, they can claim child benefit. Applying for Child benefit will be the Special Guardian’s responsibility to contact the child benefit office.
