The Personal Adviser (PA) will maintain contact with the young person once every 8 weeks. Method of con-
tactto be decided between the young person and PA. Preferably face to face contact should be encouraged.

ments (who will meet them at the gate), accommodation, immediate financial support, health etc. The PA s to
send aetter detailing the release day amrangements to the young person within 5 working days.

Day of release

PA to make arrangements wih the Probation Offcer to undertake a home visi. If arrangements cannot be.
made for both to attend, then its expected that the PA wil continue to underake a home visit.

Following inital home visit, PA wil arange weekly visits for an inital period of 4-weeks Telephone contact to
be used as a last resort.

Support Meeting

28 working days after release the young person, PA, Probation Officer and other relevant agencies meet and re-
view the Pathway Plan. Updated pathway plan to be shared with the young person within 7 working days.
