	The bedding is clean and appropriate to the age of the child. The room is adequately ventilated and lit. There is evidence of enough appropriate laundered clothing for the child. There is evidence of toys and recreational equipment as age appropriate for the child. There is evidence of individual hygiene products as age appropriate to the child.
	

	The bathroom that the child uses daily

	The bathroom is clean, well ventilated and in good working order. There is evidence of each child’s individual hygiene products and toothbrushes.
	

	First Aid Kit
	Comments

	Evidence of items to provide immediate first aid needs to be reviewed (to include expiry dates) and the measures in place to keep any medication safe from children living in the fostering household.
	

	Outside areas to the home (Front and back gardens)
	Comments

	All play equipment needs to be in good condition. Access to the external entry points of the garden must be secure. It the family has pets, the garden areas must be free of pet faeces. These areas should be free from clutter and rubbish to ensure children are able to safely access the garden and play areas. Any ponds need to have the necessary safety covering in place to ensure there is not a risk of a child falling in.

	Comments

	Any pets of the household must be observed to be under the immediate control of the foster carer upon arrival. Pet sleeping and feeding areas need to be clean and appropriately managed away from any children living within the home.
